






both a final paper and on-going supervisor evaluations. Final paper
topics may address political, social, financial and moral implications
of refugee assistance from the perspective of either the refugee popu-
lation or the host nation, as well as the efficacy of current delivery
models. The class will meet as a group for a full day Orientation, as
well as two subsequent half-day sessions; students will work a mini-
mum of 40 hours providing direct assistance to impacted populations.

d facul ty
JAMES J. ALFINI is President and Dean at South Texas College of
Law. Prior to his arrival at South Texas, he was Professor of Law and
served as dean of the Northern Illinois University College of Law for
six years. As a member of the law faculty at Florida State University,
he was Director of Education and Research of the Florida Dispute
Resolution Center and served as Chair of the American Bar
Association Dispute Resolution Section and Chair of the Association
of American Law Schools Alternative Dispute Resolution Section.
Dean Alfini has published numerous books and articles on ADR,
including the co-authored law school textbook Mediation Theory and
Practice. He received his undergraduate degree from Columbia
University and his J.D. from Northwestern University. Dean Alfini
will teach Cross-Cultural Negotiation and Mediation in Session Two.

CATHERINE GREENE BURNETT, Associate Dean and
Professor of Law at South Texas College of Law, earned her B.A. from
the University of Texas and her J.D. from the University of Texas
School of Law, where she was Administrative Editor of the Texas
International Law Journal. After law school, she was Briefing Attorney
at the Texas Court of Criminal Appeals and served as an Assistant
Attorney General in the law enforcement division of the Texas
Attorney General’s Office before beginning a practice in criminal
defense law. Dean Burnett is certified as a criminal law specialist by
the State Bar of Texas and has published extensively in the areas of
state constitutional law and criminal procedure. She will direct
Session One of the program and teach International Criminal Law.

ELIZABETH A. DENNIS is Assistant Dean, Director of Academic
Internships and Associate Professor of Clinical Studies at South Texas
College of Law. Dean Dennis earned her B.A. from Hollins College and
her J.D. from South Texas College of Law, where she also serves as a fac-
ulty advisor to South Texas Law Review, Currents: International Trade Law
Journal and Construction Law Journal. She team teaches the International
Criminal Process Clinic in which law students assist defense counsel in
the United Nations created International Criminal Tribunal for the 
former Yugoslavia (ICTY). Dean Dennis will direct Session Two of the pro-
gram and teach the classroom component of the Refugee Law Internship.

GREGORY M. DUHL, Associate Professor at William Mitchell
College of Law, teaches Bankruptcy, Sales, and Secured Transactions and
is managing editor of the American Bar Association’s The Business
Lawyer. He has written and spoken on consumer financial services
law, predatory lending, commercial law, contracts, and property.
Professor Duhl taught at law schools at the University of Tulsa,
Southern Illinois University, the University of Utah, and Temple
University. He was in private practice in Chicago and Phoenix before
entering teaching. He earned a Master of Laws degree from the 
James E. Beasley School of Law at Temple University, a J.D. from
Harvard Law School, and a B.A. from Yale University. Professor Duhl
will teach Comparative Bankruptcy Law and Policy in Session One.

RUTH M. HARGROVE, Professor of Legal Writing at California
Western School of Law, received her B.A. from the University of
Massachusetts, Amherst and J.D. from the University of San Diego.
Previously, she was a trial attorney and also spent seven years as a 
prosecutor in California, where she was instrumental in starting the
Domestic Violence Unit that served as a model for other prosecution
agencies in the state. In addition, she successfully prosecuted murder,
robbery, child-molesting, and other felony cases. Throughout her
career as a trial lawyer, Hargrove taught as an Adjunct Professor at 
several San Diego area law schools, served as a Judge pro tempore, 

and provided legal commentary for public radio and commercial 
television. Professor Hargrove will teach Comparative Juvenile Justice
in Session One.

CHARLES SORENSON, Professor of Law at New England Law,
teaches Civil Procedure, Comparative Civil Rights Enforcement, Federal
Courts, and The Law and Ethics of Lawyering. An associate dean from
2004 to 2006, he has supervised the New England Law-Boston’s 
judicial internship program and directed the International and
Comparative Human Rights summer abroad program in Galway,
Ireland. He has written articles on civil procedure, first amendment
rights, and legal ethics. Before joining the New England Law faculty,
he was a trial attorney with the Federal Programs Branch, Civil
Division, U.S. Department of Justice. He previously served as a law
clerk for the Hon. Donald R. Ross of the U.S. Court of Appeals for the
Eighth Circuit. Professor Sorenson will teach Civil Litigation in a
Comparative Context in Session One.

d housing
Students participating in the Malta program have the option of shar-
ing accommodations arranged through the program or arranging
their own housing independently.

Students who wish to utilize housing provided by the program will
stay in The Miramare apartments located in St. Julian’s. These furnished
apartments house up to six (6) people and include basic TV and use
of a common laundry room. Each student will pay approximately
$700 U.S. for Session One and $350 U.S. for Session Two (based on
current exchange rates). Please indicate on the application and hous-
ing form if you wish to live in housing provided by the program or if
you will be arranging your own housing. Housing provided through
the program will be available from May 16 through noon on June 13,
2009, for Session One students and from June 13 through noon on
June 27, 2009, for Session Two students.

d t ranspor tat ion and acce s s ibi l i ty
Arranging transportation to and from Malta is the student’s responsi-
bility. Several airlines serve Malta through European hub cities, such
as London, Rome, Frankfurt and Paris. Locally, bus service is cheap,
safe, and reasonably reliable, and rental cars and motorcycles are also
available. Facilities in Malta are not as accessible to individuals with
disabilities as American facilities are. Individuals with special needs
should contact the program at 713-646-1825 by March 15, 2009.

d requirements
Students should consult their home schools about transfer of credits and
about their schools’ grading requirements for transfer of course credits. 

It is unlikely that participation in foreign summer programs may be
used to accelerate graduation. Students interested in acceleration of
graduation should consult their home school about this possibility.

d foundation and enrol lment
The Summer Law Study Abroad Program in Malta is approved by the
American Bar Association. Student applicants must have completed at
least one year of law study by the time the summer program begins
and be in good academic standing, as determined by their home school.

Forty-three students representing eight U.S. law schools attended
the Malta program in 2008. Expected enrollment for 2009 is 50 stu-
dents.

d cance l lat ion
The sponsoring schools may cancel the summer program in the event
of compelling circumstances, including unrest or instability in the
host country. The Malta program has never been canceled. In the
event of cancellation, all monies, including the $200 application fee,
would be returned within 20 days after the program is canceled.
Individual courses in any program may be canceled if they are under-
enrolled. The $200 application fee is non-refundable unless you are
not accepted into the program or the program is canceled.

d apply ing
Admission is open to any law student at an ABA-accredited law school
who is in good academic standing and who has completed the first

year of full-time study or its equivalent in part-time study. Applicants
should submit: 1) an application for admission along with $200
application fee and 2) a letter of good standing from his or her law
school. For students not enrolled at South Texas College of Law,
transfer of summer program credits to another law school will be the
responsibility of the students.

d f ee s  and tui t ion
An application fee of $200 payable to South Texas College of Law is
due with the application. This application fee will be applied to the
tuition and program expenses such as orientation, visits to courts,
opening reception, and closing dinners.

Tuition for Session One is $2,400 for up to four credits and
$1,200 for two credits in Session Two and includes the use of 
facilities at the Foundation for International Studies, the orientation
session and closing dinner. It does not include airfare, local trans-
portation, medical insurance, traveling expenses, costs associated with
optional tours or field trips to areas outside the home campus, 
housing, meals, or books.

d deadl ines  for  payment
The application and $200 application fee are due by March 15, 2009. 

The remaining balance of the tuition and housing is due May 15,
2009. Enrollment is limited; therefore, early application is encouraged.

Financial aid loans are generally available to students participating
in this study abroad program. Students from the sponsoring schools
must provide verification of financial aid awarded for the program
from their home school financial aid office by April 30, 2009.
Students from other ABA-accredited schools or from sponsoring
schools who have not provided verification of financial aid by 
April 30, 2009, must pay the tuition and housing fees in full by 
the payment deadlines as set forth above, with any financial aid
awarded from their home schools going directly to them when the
aid is disbursed. Students interested in obtaining loans for the study
abroad program should contact the Director of Financial Aid at their
home school.

d re spons ibi l i ty  and modi f i cat ions
The sponsoring schools will not be responsible for personal injury or
for loss or damage to personal property. Students are expected
to maintain or obtain medical insurance coverage for accidents or 

illness that may occur during their participation in this program,
including repatriation expenses.

The sponsoring schools reserve the right to change any aspect of the 
program which circumstances make necessary or desirable. Participants
will be notified of material changes or cancellation of the program.
